Vision Airlines  

 Vision Airlines inaugurated service to Springfield, IL (SPI) on March 17 and Rockford, IL (RFD) on March 19. Service will 
operate twice weekly to each city. Service to SPI will operate on Wednesday and Saturday and service to RFD will operate on 
Monday and Friday, flights will operate through the end of April. You can book these flights through Vision’s website at 
www.visionairlines.com or toll free at 1-877-359-2538. This service was started to assist passengers, who originally had booked 
flights on Direct Air out of Punta Gorda, get to and from these markets.   

 

Cape Air  
 Cape Air operates six (6) daily flights to Key West. This is double the service Cape Air offered in 2011 to the Conch Republic.  

Currently they are offering $99 one-way fares.     
 

Delta Air Lines 
 Delta will be increasing capacity on their three (3) daily flights to New York-LaGuardia Airport (LGA) on March 25.  Currently 

they are operating a 70-seat Embraer 170 regional jet, Delta will upgrade the service to 142-seat MD-88 aircraft, more than 
doubling capacity on this route. Delta will be inaugurating daily nonstop service to New York-Kennedy Airport (JFK) starting 
December 15. This service will provide one-stop connecting service to more than 30 destinations throughout Europe, Africa and 
Asia. 

 

JetBlue Airways  
 JetBlue will inaugurate daily nonstop service to New York’s LaGuardia Airport (LGA) starting on June 11, this service will be 

operated with their 154 -seat A320 aircraft. 
 

Southwest Airlines 
 In February, Southwest Airlines inaugurated daily nonstop service to Hartford, Connecticut (BDL) and Providence, Rhode Island 

(PVD). 
 

Westjet  
 Westjet will operate four weekly nonstop flights to Toronto, Canada (YYZ) over the summer.  This will be an increase of one 

weekly flight over the previous two summers.  Service will operte on Tuesday, Thursday, Saturday and Sunday, starting in July.
